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4.Managing a Moodle course

A course in Moodle is an area where a teacher will add
resources and activities for their students to complete. It might
be a simple page with downloadable documents or it might be a
complex set of tasks where learning progresses through
interaction. Progress can be tracked in a number of ways.

The course page is made up of central sections which contain
the tasks and (if desired) blocks to the side. The course teacher
has control over the layout of the course homepage and can
change it at any time.

Students can be enrolled manually by the teacher, automatically
by the administrator, or they can be allowed to enrol
themselves. Students can also be added to groups if they need to
be separated from classes sharing the same course or if tasks
need to be differentiated.

4.1.Courses

How to set up your courses.

Courses are the spaces on Moodle where teachers add learning
materials for their students. Courses are created by admins,
course creators or managers. Teachers can then add the content
and re-organise them according to their own needs.

4.1.1.Adding a new course

How to create a new course on your Moodle site.

By default a regular teacher can't add a new course. To add a
new course to Moodle you need to have either Adminstrator,
Course Creator or Manager rights.

e Go to Settings > Site Administration > Courses > Add/edit
courses

e Click the course's category (to drill down the category tree)
and find the course you wish to delete. Or use the "Search
course" textbox at the bottom of the category list.

e Click the "X" icon to the right of the course's name to delete
it.

You can delete multiple courses by:

e Creating a new (temporary) category. You can name it "To
be deleted".

A 'Request a new course' button will then appear on the 'All
courses' page. The All courses page can be accessed via a link
in the Courses block.

If course requests are enabled, by default all authenticated users
can make course requests.

Course categories organize courses for all Moodle site
participants. The default course category on a new Moodle site
is "Miscellaneous" (although this can be renamed) A Course
creator, Administrator or Manager can put all courses in the
Miscellaneous category. However, teachers and students will
find it easier to find their classes if they are organized in
descriptive categories.

The list of courses within a category by default shows the
teachers and the summary of each course. If the number of
courses within a category exceeds 9 (10 or more), then a short
list without teachers and summary is shown.

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4.1.3.3.4.Course layout

The Course layout setting determines whether the whole course
is displayed on one page or split over several pages. The setting
currently applies to the topics and weekly core course formats
and contributed collapsed topics course format only.

Teachers choose from the dropdown whether they wish to
"show all sections on one page" in the familiar scrolling format,
or "show one section per page".

If one section per page is selected, the course page is
abbreviated to a list of links to individual sections. If an
individual section is shown, next and previous sections may be
accessed via links above and below the section.

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4.1.4.Course formats

The different ways your course sections might be laid out.

A course format refers to the layout of a course. The course
format can be selected in Administration > Course
administration > Edit settings.

An administrator can enable, disable or delete course formats
for courses in Administration > Site administration > Plugins >
Course formats > Manage course formats. They can also change
the order in which available course formats are displayed to
teachers in the course settings.

4.1.4.1.Standard course formats
4.1.4.1.1.Weekly format

The course is organized week by week, with a clear start date
and a finish date. Moodle will create a section for each week of
your course. You can add content, forums, quizzes, and so on in
the section for each week.

TIP: If you want all your students to work on the same materials
at the same time, this would be a good format to choose.

NOTE: Make sure your course start date is correct. If it is not
your weeks will have the wrong date on it. This is especially
important if you are restoring a course to use with a new section
of students.

The course is organised into topic sections that a teacher can
give titles to. Each topic section consists of activities, resources
and labels.

TIP: This is great to use if your course is objective based and
each objective may take different amounts of time to complete.
An example of this would be scaffolding where the students are
building upon the knowledge from earlier topics.

They may not even be
courses. The Moodle Lounge is an example of a social format
course.

The social forum can be edited by clicking the 'Update this

forum' button on the social forum page. The forum introduction

is displayed at the top of the course page.

SCORM - Sharable Content Object Reference Model.

The SCORM format only has 1 section, and allows teacher to
insert a pre-built SCORM package. Moodle can use SCORM
packages as a content type (see SCORM module), or as a course
format.

Note: If you have a large SCORM object you want to use as an
entire course, then you can select this course format and
students will only be able to interact with the SCORM object,
not the rest of the Moodle tools.

This is a format that is essentially the same as the standard
Topic and Weekly formats but with a 'toggle’ for each section
except '0". The toggles' purpose is to reduce the amount of initial
information presented to the user thus reducing the 'scroll of
death' that can plague courses with a lot of content. The 'state’
of the toggles is remembered on a per course per user basis. For
more information, please visit
Collapsed_Topics_course_format.

4.1.4.2.2.Daily format

The daily format is a modification of the weekly format that
shows sections by day rather than by week.

4.1.4.2.3.Grid format

The grid format is a modular and visual course format. Hides all
topics and creates a grid of icons (one for each topic) with short
titles. Clicking on an icon brings up the content from the
corresponding topic in a "lightbox" style display.
4.1.4.2.4.Menutopic format

The menutopic format allows you to display the topics/sections
in a menu.

The Noticeboard format presents the latest post in the news
forum at the top of the course.

e Anchors/section links can help. But the course page can still
be long.

e Hiding the activities shortens the list for students, but then
they can not be selected by students.

One method which might be useful is to put the activities into

sections which are then made 'unseen' to the student.

Basic Example

e Set the number of topics in the course setting to 1 more than
students will see.
e For example, you plan on the students being able to see 6

topics, set it for 7.

e Add activities in topic 7, such as a quiz (in our example)

e Get the url of your quiz
e Copy it and keep it somewhere (such as notepad) for later

use

e Go back to course admin>settings and change your
topic/weeks to 6
e Or one fewer than you had before

e The section with your quiz will no longer be on the page that
the student sees

¢ In another section, make a hyperlink to the quiz using its url
e You can also put it in a topic summary, label or
e asaresource (link to a file or website)

You will find that the quiz is accessible to students even though

the section does not physically appear on the course page for

the students. You have shortened the page.

More advanced example

this here. The video is of a Moodle 1.9 course but the
principle still applies.

e You can actually set up your whole course using this
method.

activities of that unit/topic

e Go back to course settings and set the number of visible
topics to 1.

The teacher will see the hidden sections as "orphaned" items on

their course page. However; the student will only see the top of

the page. When they click on a link in the header, they are taken

to the hidden webpage resources, where they select the resource

or activity they wish. This creates a very short visual page but

keeps all the course material within the course.
